Today Loren and his family grow a large variety of tree fruit 
and annual crops including figs, apples, melons and persimmons. The flat 
fuyu type of persimmon can be eaten when they are still firm like an apple, 
but the pointed hachiya type must be completely soft. Otherwise they will 
make your mouth pucker and feel like you are eating cotton balls!
