McKinney-Vento Homeless Education Assistance Act

School Selection (sec 732(g)(3)(A)
Local Educational Agencies (LEAs) must, to the extent feasible, keep students in homeless situations in their school of origin (defined as the school attended when permanently housed, or the school in which they were last enrolled), unless it is against the parent’s or guardian’s wishes. (See Transportation, below, for information on transportation to the school of origin.) Students can stay in their school of origin the entire time they are homeless, and until the end of any academic year in which they move into permanent housing. 

If a student is sent to a school other than the school of origin or the school requested by a parent/guardian, the LEA must provide a written explanation of its decision and the right to appeal, whether or not the parent/guardian disputes the placement. (See Dispute Resolution, below.) 
Homeless liaisons must help unaccompanied youth (youth who are not in the physical custody of a parent or guardian) choose and enroll in a school, after considering the youth’s wishes, and provide youth with notice of their right to appeal an enrollment choice that goes against their wishes. (See Liaisons, below, for the appointment and duties of the liaison.) 

Transportation (sec 722(g)(1)(J)(iii)

At a parent’s or guardian’s request, homeless students must be provided with transportation to and from their school of origin. For unaccompanied youth, transportation to and from the school of origin must be provided at the liaison’s request. If the student’s temporary residence and the school of origin are in the same LEA, that LEA must provide transportation. If the student is living outside the school of origin’s LEA, the LEA where the student is living and the school of origin’s LEA must determine how to divide the responsibility and cost of providing transportation, or they must share the responsibility and cost equally. In addition to providing transportation to the school of origin, LEAs must provide students in homeless situations with transportation services comparable to those provided to other students.
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
