Your child now meets the criteria for “habitual truant” pursuant to Education Code §48262:  Any pupil deemed a habitual truant and has been reported as a truant three or more times per school year, provided that no pupil shall be deemed a habitual truant unless an appropriate district officer or employee has made a conscientious effort to hold at least one conference with a parent or guardian of the pupil and the pupil himself after filing of either of the reports required of Education Code §48260 or §48261.

The school has attempted to work with you to solve your child’s attendance problems. These attempts have been unsuccessful. It will now be mandatory for you and your child to attend a Regional School Attendance Review Board (SARB) hearing.  You will be notified by the Regional SARB of the time and date.

You are required to attend, or if necessary reschedule, this SARB hearing (Education Code §48321.5). Failure to attend or reschedule will result in an agreement developed without your or your child’s input and/or a referral to the District Attorney’s Office.  Parents/guardians who fail to ensure their student’s appropriate attendance may be guilty of an infraction persuant to to Education Code §48290 or a misdemeanor pursuant to Penal Code §270.1. Older pupils may be subject to prosecution under Education Code §48264 or Welfare and Institutions Code §601 or §256.  Complaints filed with the District Attorney may go to court and result in fines and court-ordered parent or student education/counseling programs.
